· We recommend that groups over 10 in number, book their visit in advance.

· The teacher/group leader is responsible for their group’s behaviour at all times.

· All teachers/group leaders should carry a list of the children in their group at all times.

· The Gallery Assistants who are on site at all times are trained in First Aid and emergency procedures.

· The recommended ratio of adult to children is as follows – 

Age 6 – 11

1:5

Age 11 – 16

1:10

Age 16 – 18

1:20
