The Northern Art Prize 
Some of the greatest international artists 
have hailed from Yorkshire – David Hockney, 
Atkinson Grimshaw, Henry Moore, Damien 
Hirst and Barbara Hepworth. The Northern 
Art Prize continues to celebrate some of the 
best contemporary creative talent across the 
North of England with an exhibition at Leeds  
Art Gallery and prize money totalling £21,000.

Every year, a maximum of twenty-four artists 
are put forward by twelve nominators from 
the North East, North West and Yorkshire 
regions. As long as the artists are based 
in the North, they can be of any age, any 
nationality and working in any media.

From this longlist, a shortlist of four artists 
are selected by a panel of judges which 
changes every year. In 2010, the panel 
includes Richard Greer (Collector), Susan 
Hiller (Artist), Mark Lawson (Journalist, 
Broadcaster and Author), Tanja Pirsig-
Marshall, (Curator of Exhibitions, Leeds 
Art Gallery) and Andrea Rose (Director 
of Visual Arts, British Council).

The shortlisted artists for 2010 are Alec 
Finlay, Lubaina Himid, David Jacques and 
Haroon Mirza who are showing in a group 
exhibition at Leeds Art Gallery from 26 
November 2010 to 6 February 2011. The 
winner will be announced on 20 January 2011.
